Minutes of the Regularly Scheduled Board Meeting of the San Lucas Union School District Board of Trustees
January 21, 2010
Minutes
The meeting was called to order by Lomeli at 6:35 p.m.

Roll Call:  Miguel Lomeli, President; Helen McCormack (absent); Diana Rodriguez; Marilyn Peaslee, Clerk; Javier Cervantes; Catherine Reimer, Superintendent
Salute the Flag:

Flag Salute led by Lomeli, 6:35 p.m.

Approval of Agenda:

Motion to approve agenda was made by Cervantes, seconded by Rodriguez, and approved 4/0/1.
Announcements, Correspondence, and Reports:

Reimer reported on the correspondence from the California Department of Education regarding the Early Warning program for Program Improvement.  Reimer also reported on the correspondence from MCSIG regarding the San Lucas’ intent to withdraw.
Consent Agenda:

The Board approved the minutes from the last regular meeting held December 15, 2009, motioned by Rodriguez, seconded by Cervantes and approved 4/0/1.

The Board reviewed the warrants from the previous month.  Rodriguez motioned for approval of the warrants, Lomeli seconded, and they were approved 4/0/1. 
The Quarterly Report for Williams Uniform Complaints was motioned for approval by Rodriguez, seconded by Peaslee, and approved 4/0/1.

Public Comment Session: 

None.
Public Hearing: 

A public hearing was held to take input regarding the proposed use of Tier III 2009-2010 program funds for instructional support and to reduce deficit spending.  Lomeli translated for those Spanish speaking parents.  No comments were made.
Discussion and Action Items:

A motion was made by Rodriguez to approve the transfer of up to June 30, 2010, balances of Tier III programs to the unrestricted general fund for instructional support and to reduce deficit spending, the motion was seconded by Peaslee and approved 4/0/1.

On a motion made by Peaslee and seconded by Rodriguez, the Board approved the sale and disposal of two 2007 Dell laptops and one 2008 Dell hard drive to the Bradley Union School District for $500.00 per computer 4/0/1.

There was no discussion of the health plans to be provided to employees for 2010-2011.  Reimer was given the direction to send the SISC contract out to Board Members to review.
On a motion made by Lomeli and seconded by Cervantes, the Board voted to approve and adopt Board Policy Series 0000-9000, 4/0/1.  The policies and administrative regulations are the current policies of the district.  The policies and administrative regulations were updated to conform to legal requirements – as they were previously adopted in 1999. 
On a motion made by Peaslee and seconded by Rodriguez, the Board voted to approve the 2008-2009 financial audit with no findings, 4/0/1.

On a motion made by Rodriguez and seconded by Cervantes, the Board voted to approve the Consolidated Application Part II.  The vote was 4/0/1.
The Board discussed the playground and facilities and the initiation of a closed-campus once new playground equipment is purchased and installed.  Several parents made comments supporting and against the initiative.   
The Board discussed the Deferred Maintenance Program Extreme Hardship and Capital Facilities Fund Modernization projects.  The Board decided the priority list of projects are as follow: replacing the playground equipment and moving it closer to the school, completing the fencing, installing additional lighting, updating the boys bathroom, replacing portable classrooms #8 and #9, painting the school buildings inside and out, and removing large, old trees.
Announcements were made of items to be discussed in closed session.
There was no Public Comment on Closed Session.
The Board adjourned to Closed Session at 7:47 p.m.

The Board reconvened to Open Session at 8:33 p.m.

Reimer gave updates to the Board on the following items: 
A. Reimer reported on recent field trips and school events including the dance performance, upcoming Monterey Bay aquarium field trip on 2-11-10, the San Lucas spelling bee to be held 2-19-10, and the King Tut Exhibit trip on 2-22-10.
B. The next School Site Council and District English Language Arts Committee meeting is scheduled for January 21, 2010.
C. Lomeli gave an update on the Eighth grade fundraising and trip planning.  
D. Reimer updated the Board on the basketball season.
E. Reimer did not have an ASB update as Mrs. King is the ASB advisor.

F. Reimer gave the Board an update on her schedule for the months of January and February.

G. Reimer informed the Board two teachers would be attending a poverty seminar in San Luis Obispo on 2-2-10.
H. Reimer gave state budget updates and indicated she would have more information when she returned from the state superintendent’s symposium.
