Minutes
The meeting was called to order by McCormack at 6:50 p.m.

Salute the Flag:

Flag Salute led by McCormack, 6:50 p.m.

Approval of Agenda:

Motion to approve agenda was made by McCormack, seconded by Rodriguez, and approved 3/0/2.
Public Hearing:

A public hearing was held regarding the sufficiency or insufficiency of instructional materials.  No public comments were made.  Reimer commented the District has more than sufficient instructional materials and will be adopting new English language arts materials this year although the state is not requiring districts to do so.

Announcements were made of the items to be discussed in closed session.
Public Comment on Closed Session – None.
The Board adjourned to Closed Session at 6:57 p.m.

The Board reconvened to Open Session at 8:00 p.m.

Action Items from Closed Session:
A. Student discipline – Expulsion SEH 2008200903: On a motion made by Lomeli and seconded by McCormack, the Board voted to take the student off the suspended expulsion plan and admit as a general education student.  The motion was approved 3/0/2.
B. Public employment: On a motion made by Lomeli and seconded by Rodriguez, the Board voted to accept the resignation of an instructional aide.  The motion carried 3/0/2.

C. Public employment: On a motion made by Lomeli and seconded by Rodriguez, the Board voted to approve the hiring of two instructional aide positions.  The motion carried 3/0/2.

D. Conference with legal counsel: Rodriguez motioned to continue the item to the next meeting, Lomeli seconded the motion and the motion carried 3/0/2.

E. Conference with Labor Negotiators: No action was taken.  The Side Letter was signed with the previously agreed upon terms for additional costs of health and welfare benefits for 2009-2010.
F. Student discipline – Expulsion SEH 2007200801: On a motion made by McCormack and seconded by Rodriguez, the Board voted to readmit the student on a suspended expulsion plan which would allow the student to attend school on a probationary period through the December 16th Board meeting at which time the student will be considered for full reinstatement. The motion was approved 3/0/2.

Announcements, Correspondence, and Reports:

Reimer reported on the correspondence from the Monterey County Office of Education regarding the 2009-2010 adopted budget noting the operating deficits reported.  Reimer stated the Business Manger is overly cautious when budgeting expenses and revenues; when in fact the District has yet to end a fiscal year with a deficit.  Reimer shared correspondence from CHISPA, Inc. regarding the housing development planned for San Lucas.  CHISPA, Inc. has indicated they will not proceed with the project until they are able to locate a new well site where dissolved solids are more dilute.  Reimer reported on the Monterey County Quarterly Treasurer’s report.

The request for interdistrict attendance agreement 2009201003 from San Lucas Union School District to King City Elementary Union School District was motioned for approval by Lomeli, seconded by Rodriguez and approved 3/0/2.
The request for interdistrict attendance agreement 2009201004 from San Lucas Union School District to King City Elementary Union School District was motioned for approval by Lomeli, seconded by Rodriguez and approved 3/0/2.
