CELL PHONE PHILOSOPHY 
The current administration allows cell phones under the following conditions:

If students are found texting or otherwise using their phone, it will be taken away.  If it is a first offense, it may be returned to the student as they exit the bus or campus.  Repeated offenses can result in a referral and/or other disciplinary action.  
Please instruct your student to keep their cell phones turned OFF and out of sight.  Remind them NOT to use them at school.  I encourage all parents to periodically go through their student’s phone and check text messages, pictures and sent/received phone calls and at what time they occurred.
