· Becoming their “friend” on Facebook

· Have copies of all of their passwords for computers, phones…

· MONITOR your child’s use of their phone and where they go on the computer.  Read their text messages and Facebook posts!  Below are some hints to help you accomplish this.

· Many mobile phone companies will send you copies of all text messages monthly for a small fee

· NetNanny is a reasonably priced program that monitors web activity for about $30 per year
