DISTRICT WRITES A GRANT FOR A GYM

This month Ms. Irving has been busy writing a grant for 2.9 million dollars to build a “multipurpose” room or gym for the District.  These are federal funds we qualify for because of Fort Hunter Liggett. Now that the portable storage buildings are gone, it would fit nicely on the grounds and be a huge asset to the community. It’s a large amount of money for our little school to ask for, so I think we have about a 20% chance at best of receiving the funding. 

Other items that will help our chances for funding are the inclusion of energy efficient lightening, materials made in the US from recycled items and the ability to have it constructed within one year.  At least we now have the plans and can move forward in a moment’s notice.
